We propose to investigate the impact of  dynamic changes in the configuration of a cluster-based information service on the availability of that service.  In particular, we would like to explore the use of Adaptive Data Replication in order maintain a constant availability level in the presence of  dynamic increments or reductions 

We hypothesize that in order to maintain a constant level of availability the system must dynamically adapt it redundancy level in order to maintain the desired availablility.
